While there, it is expected that the
PABA chair will give a talk on
bookselling trends in some
selected countries in Africa. This
first visit should usher a new era
of partnership between PABA
and other Booksellers
Associations world wide. PABA
is thankful to this welcome ven-
ture.

The professional seminar
organised in partnership with the
London Book Fair and the
Booksellers Association of the
UK and Ireland will take place on
Monday the 14th of April at
3.30pm. “Back to Basics’ will
concentrate on the fact that basic
bookselling skills should not be
forgotten in the future because
they may be required more often
to encourage consumers to visit
brick and mortar bookshops.

His father  subsequently
added office supplies and station-
ary to hisretailing activities.
Paagman is a successful
independent bookseller on the
high street in The Hague em-
ploying 110 staff. He has ex-
panded on his grandfather’s ini-
tiative and has added CDs and
DVDs to the list of products
offered to customers. Fabian will
share with participants his views
about basic bookselling skills
with the participants.

John Mc¢ Namee who opened his
first bookshop in Portaoise
(Ireland) in 1986 and was

nominated the Irish
Bookseller of the year in 2000.
He is now the manager of an
Eason shop in recently opened in
Portlaocise, employing 25 staff.
John has worked with Irish Pub-
lishers for many children’s book
festivals and ran a very suc-
cessful children’s festival in Co
Laois for more than 6 years. He
has been involved in World Book
Days since its creation and since
2005 has been President of the
European Booksellers
Federation.

Unfair practices
Protest from UK

Publishers Association
(Excerptsfrom their letter)

In May of last year Mumbai
Customsin Indiaintercepted a
shipment bound for Ethiopia
from amajor Indian distribu-
tor. The shipment was found
to contain a substantial num-
ber of books that bore a notice
forbidding their sale outside of
certain South Asiaterritories,
including India.

The seizure of this shipment,
and several others since, was
made on behalf of The Pub-
lishers Association’s members
whose books are frequently
affected by suchiillicit ship-
ments.

Recently the Delhi High
Court has placed an ex-parte
interim injunction restraining
adistributor from exporting
any publications to any coun-
try outside the territory
specified on each book. The
injunction makes it quite clear
that the export of these
books to countries not speci-
fied on the cover is not per-
missible under Indian law.

| am bringing this matter to
your attention because we are
aware that many of these
shipments from Indiaare
destined for booksellersin
African countries. Thereisa
concern that if these South
Asian editions enter your
individual markets they will
have an adverse effect on
local bookselling industries
through artificial pricewarsin

the markets.

The publishers affected are
agreed that the situation has
become intolerable and are
prepared to take firm action
against booksellers that sell
SAEs extraterritorially, and
distributors that import such
books.

We do believe however, that
if we can work together

on theseissuesit is possible to
continue to grow a healthy,
robust and mutually beneficial
local educational book mar-
ket. As abeginning, we ask
that you be aware that pub-
lishers are taking these mat-
tersvery seriously indeed, and
we would be grateful if you
could pass this message to

your members.

Embracing the Diqi

tal Age

The Booksellers Association of the
UK and Ireland working group on
the Digitization of Content, has
produced a second report called
Embracing the Digital Age.

According to the Booksellers
Association® Digital Task Force,
Publishers and booksellers risk
being wiped out by externa
competition if they fail to capitalize
on the benefits of digitization. The
think tank lays into the book trade
for its "alarming" failure to tackle
collectively the digital future in its
report Embracing the Digital Age.

Written by BookData founder
Francis Bennett and BIC chair
Michael Holdsworth, along with a
high-level working group, the
report criticizes publishers and
retailers alike for not fully explor-
ing the digital sector.

"The apparent reluctance within the

industry to explore this [digital]
opportunity serves no one®
interests, the report says.

"However hard it may be, the book
trade needs to put its collective
energy into managing its own

A fresh raft of research into
consumer trends is proposed by the
report, as well as a conference
where publishers and retailers can
have a "coherent debate about
digitisation and the future". The
report also proposes that BIC cre-
ates new standards for digital mar-
keting, and that booksellers should
have an online presence. You can

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As Payot Librairie prepares to com-
mercialise the e-book, its Director
General, Pascal Wanden-
berghe, highlights the challenges of
such a move and emphasises that
change is essential and does mean
the death of the paper book.

E-books are currently not widely
available in the francophone world
but Payot Librairie has been
studying the market closely, wait-
ing for the right moment to convert
to the latest technological revolution
that has emerged in the book world.
In the future, download terminals
may even be installed in the chain’s
bookshops. But for the moment,
Payot Librairie is moving at its
own pace and is more concerned
with doing it right than doing it
now. Regarding the device, Payot is
hesitating between the Sony and

Philips e-reader, eliminating
the Kindle as a choice due to the fact
that PDF files cannot be read on the
device.

According to Wandenberghe, the
lack of organisation among the con-
tent providers on the French market
also presents an obstacle and there is
a read need for a single platform.
Suppliers exist, such as mobi-
pocket.com and numilog.com, but
they sometimes sell on content to
each other, thereby keeping control
over their competitor's client’s
choices. A precise economic model
still has to be set up. Some publish-
ers have also offerd to provide book-
shops with live downloadable ver-
sions of their production.

Pascal Wandenberghe emphasises
that e-books will be neither a revolu-
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tion nor a flop. The paper book will
remain as it is emotionally tied to
literacy works.

The e-book will simply provide

consumers with another choice. The
real danger liesin the willingness of
some players to create rightholder
formats and negotiate exclusivity
with publishers, which seemsto
be the option of Amazon.com in the
United States. In this situation, the
choice for the customer to buy
wherever they want would be anni-
hilated, which according to Mr.
Wandenberghe “is contrary to the
rules of commerce and to individual
freedom”.
